» Entire survey fielded after Biden withdrew from the Presidential race

» Focus/Content: Latino voter perceptions on issues and candidates in the
2024 election, with a focus on the role of Spanish-language media consumer
In the political process.



Key Findings: Political Engagement and Issue Priorities

1. Latino voters are engaged in the political process - they are paying attention!
*  62% of Latino voters are “almost certain” they will vote in November, nearly 80% probably or almost certainly will vote

« Pattern is identical among high Spanish-language media users and those in Spanish-speaking households
2. Latino voters are clamoring for information to inform their vote
« More than half said they do not have all the information they need to make their vote for President or Senate
» These voters are receptive to messaging: 50% report that an ad they’ve seen changed their mind on a candidate
* The majority (66%) sought more information about a particular candidate as a result of advertising.

* Note: More than one-in-four (28%) get their news from Spanish-language tv or radio when looking for information about
important matters, 67% watch Spanish entertainment programming, and 73% listen to Spanish music.
3. Economic concerns are top priority, with cost of living/inflation easily the #1 issue

» Four of the top five issues Latino voters cite as their priorities are motivated by economic concerns: inflation/cost of living, jobs
and the economy, housing costs, and health care costs.

4. Latinos in both Nevada and Texas overwhelmingly support legal abortion access

« By more than 2-1, Nevada Latino voters support the Nevada Right to Abortion Initiative (51%-22%), including 30% of
Republicans.

» 70% of South Texas Latino voters (and 59% of Republicans) agree that “No matter what my personal beliefs about abortion are,

| think it is wrong to make abortion illegal and take that choice away from everyone else.” 3



Key Findings: Presidential Candidates

5. Harris has easily improved Democratic prospects, but has some vulnerabilities among Latino voters

Harris is viewed more favorably than any candidate tested, with 51% viewing her favorably (net +13), compared to
President Biden (43% favorable, net -7), and former President Trump (41% favorable, net -13).

Overall, 66% (69% South Texas, and 63% Nevada) said they like that Harris has strongly defended a woman's right to
make her own choices about abortion after the Supreme Court decision in 2022, and 62% believe she has a better
chance than Biden at defeating Donald Trump.

Only 28% feel “very well informed” about Harris’ policy agenda (vs. 36% who say the same for Trump)

6. Project 2025 and January 6t are big concerns about former President Trump

A majority of Latino voters (59%) agree they are “worried about Project 2025 if Donald Trump is elected”, including 57%
of Independents, and 61% of Latinos who live in Spanish dominant households.

More than half (55%) said Trump should not be elected due to his role in the January 61" insurrection.

But a sizeable minority of voters (46%) agreed that, though they don’t like some things Trump says, he would be better
on the economy than a Democrat. And 44% agree he would bring safety to the border and solve the immigration crisis.

7. In a head-to-head match-up, Harris leads Trump by +18 points among Latino voters in Nevada and +14
points among Latino voters in South Texas.

Harris leads Trump 53% to 35% in Nevada, and 50% to 37% in South Texas.



Key Findings: Senate Candidates

8. Jacky Rosen comfortably leads Sam Brown (+17), but a quarter of Latino voters are undecided
* 53% of NV Latino voters support Rosen, compared to 22% for Sam Brown, and 25% undecided
* Rosen enjoys a stronger brand than Brown: favorability for Rosen is 45% vs. 27% for Brown
* Brown has work to do to engage Latino voters as he is weaker with his base compared to Rosen:
o 60% of Republicans say they are voting for Brown, vs. 85% of Democrats who say they will vote for Rosen
o 23% of Republicans are “completely undecided” vs. 14% for Democrats)
o Nearly half (46%) of Independent voters are “completely undecided”

9. In South Texas, Colin Allred leads Ted Cruz in head-to-head polling, BUT has a relatively weak brand
» Overall, Allred leads Cruz 48% to 29% (+19) among Latinos in South Texas, with 23% undecided
o In Corpus Christi Allred leads 46% to 35% (+11), with 19% undecided
o In Laredo Allred leads 51% to 22% (+29), with 26% undecided
o Inthe Rio Grande Valley Allred leads 47% to 30% (+17), with 23% undecided

+ 32% of Latino voters in South Texas say they haven’t heard enough to form an opinion about Allred, and 16% have no
opinion of him at all.
